Garnet Valley Performing Arts Program

For the health and safety of everyone in the performance and for the benefit of the show there are rules and guidelines you must follow. Failure to follow these rules will result in disciplinary action with the school and removal from the performing arts program. Obviously, any breaking of a law or any action that puts other people in danger will result in more serious consequences, including but not limited to, legal action.

Backstage rules become even more important when there are so many cast members and so little room. 

During performances:

· No electronic devices turned on at all – keep any phones and/or Ipods in cars or at home. Cell phones interfere with microphones-- even when on silent. They must be kept off.

· We are not responsible for any lost personal property.

· No touching props that are not for your role. 
· Put all props for your role back on table when you are finished with them.

· Check for those props well before you need them on stage and find them if they are not on table.
· No friends or family members backstage that are not helping.

· Tech week is the last week before the show opens. It is the time when the light, stage and sound crews are added to the production, as well as costumes, make-up and props. All rehearsals this week are mandatory, and they can run as late as 9:00 p.m., depending on how much time is needed to get the show ready for opening. You may not leave without getting director’s permission.
· Actors are not allowed in the lobby or house (audience) in costume or once the audience has started to arrive. 
· Actors are not to eat in costume, and no one is to eat in the house or on stage. 
· Reusable water bottles are allowed and encouraged in dressing rooms only. 
· Actors are to clean up after themselves in the dressing rooms, and take good care of their costumes. Hang up all costumes and keep your area clean.

· You are not allowed to touch anyone else's costumes, makeup or props.
· All talking backstage even in the dressing rooms must be kept at a whisper. 

· No talking ON STAGE or IN WINGS unless you have a line or see someone about to get hurt.

· Actors are not to be in the wings watching the show unless they are about to go on stage. They should wait in the dressing rooms at other times. 
· Actors and parents assigned to work backstage  are the only people allowed backstage (including dressing rooms) or on stage. Following the production, family, friends and siblings should wait for you in the lobby.   
· Absolutely no running in the theater. 

· Microphones must be put on one half hour before show- go out to sound booth. Microphones must be taken off and returned IN PERSON to a sound crew member BEFORE you go out to lobby.

· You may not leave for the evening until the dressing room is clean.

· You may not add anything to your performance that was not added by the director.

· Any silly faces, gestures, loud sounds or extra loud singing, extra lines, accents or any other activity not specifically mentioned here that is deemed by the director in her sole discretion to be disruptive or purposely intended to disrupt the show will be seen as insubordination and depending on the severity may conclude in a suspension for such insubordination and/or removal from any honor societies that require character and responsibility and will definitely result for underclassmen in your not being chosen for any other productions. Also, seniors who engage in this behavior will not be in receipt of any senior awards for this activity and will have this behavior made known at the senior scholarship and award ceremonies.
· No props, papers, literature, pictures, or any other non authorized props or papers will be handed out at any time unless prior permission has been given by director.
· You may not leave in between shows or during performances or dress rehearsals.

· At any event even loosely associated with this event you are a reflection of this program and you will not participate in any illegal activities including but not limited to drinking, smoking, or drugs. If I am made aware of your participating in any illegal or disrespectful activities that reflect poorly on this organization, you will no longer have a place in the organization. 
· You will NOT talk about fellow cast members in a negative light or pass on or start any gossip of a negative or detrimental nature. You will show respect for all members of the cast, no matter what your personal feelings. If your participation in negative talk starts to have a negative effect on the cast morale you will be removed, even if you did not start the talk.
· You will show respect to all adults and alumni volunteers in this show and to the creations they have made. This includes sets, flower arrangements, kiss the cast sheets, costumes, props etc...if you answer back or behave in any manner other than with the upmost respect- you will be removed- this includes sarcasm, rolling eyes and sighing.

· You must pay dues and participate in cast events, such as preview performances when asked.
